Autism Funding Unit (AFU) Grants
If you intend to use Autism Funding to pay your camp fees please note changes to the process that occurred in 2011. 
The AFU will no longer reimburse families who make payment upfront. Instead they will only make payment directly to us upon receiving an invoice. To allow for this change in procedure we ask that families who intend to use their Autism Funding take the following steps:

1) On the Camper Application Form 2012, on the Payment of Camp fees page please tick the ‘Autism funding’ box.


2) Send your completed Zajac Ranch application into Zajac Ranch’s office:

3) Please submit a “Request to Pay” claim to AFU for full camp fees listing Zajac Ranch as Service Provider. This form can be found here.


4) AFU will then send Zajac Ranch a billing number which we will list on our invoice.


5) Zajac Ranch will submit all camper invoices, to AFU, after the camp has finished – usually within 24-48hrs. Payment for these invoices can be expected 2 – 3 months after submission date.

6) Failure to receive the Authorization letter before the deadline means the Zajac Ranch will ask the family to make the camp fee payment at this time - including a 50% subsidy (for 2012 this subsidized camp fee is $687.50). Families who are unwilling to make the subsidized camp fee payment at this time and have not received an Authorization letter from the AFU for full payment of camp fees following camp, will then lose their place at the camp week and it will be offered to the next in line on the waiting list.
